ÁCalculated by ordering rates 
from most to least favorable and 
dividing the list into four groups. 

Benefits

ÁFor a single indicator, compare 
county quartile to other 
ŎƻǳƴǘƛŜǎΩΦ

ÁAcross several indicators, assess 
strengths (1st quartile) and 
opportunities (4th quartile).

Weakness

ÁvǳŀǊǘƛƭŜǎ ŘƻƴΩǘ ŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴǘƛŀǘŜ 
whether most counties have 
similar or widely different rates.

Quartiles - a comparison of fourths



Quartiles show 
strengths and 
opportunities

Å Low quartile numbers 
represent favorable health 
situations ςgreen on a report 
or light colored on the map.

Å High quartile numbers 
Represent less favorable 
situations ςred on a report or 
dark colored on the map. 

Å What if no quartile is shown? 
Å not enough data is available to 

calculate them

OR

Å quartile calculation is not appropriate 
(i.e. population counts). 

Quartile 1 = favorable compared to other 
counties in Florida

Lightest color on the map = favorable 
compared to other counties in Florida

Examples



The trend 
shows  county 
status

Calculation of the trend is 
based on single-year  rates 
or percentsoccurring in the 
last 5 data years

Better = Trend is getting 
better and the improvement 
is statistically significant 

Worse = Trend is getting 
worse and the change is 
statistically significant 

No Trend = Trend is not 
statistically significant Statistical testing has been applied making it possible to state 

whether a change is statistically significant. For the data years
