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About the FLHealthCHARTS Fetal Death Query System

The Fetal Death Query System provides counts and rates of fetal deaths from 1989 to the present. Data are final unless marked as provisional.
Provisional fetal death data is updated every day at approximately 5:00 a.m.

Causes of fetal death are provided for by the international standard diagnostic cause groups (see World Health Organization) which are used to
classify diseases and record many types of health and vital records including fetal death certificates. In this system, if there are no values for the
variable selected, no data will be displayed.

Mother’s Smoking Status

e Starting in 1991, responses were YES and UNKNOWN.

e Starting in 2006, the responses were changed to Yes, No, Yes, but quit during pregnancy, or Unknown. The data are presented by categories of
response, but there are not any “Yes, but quit during pregnancy” responses prior to 2006 since that was not an option.

e Starting in 2013, Florida’s question about smoking was changed to the National Center for Health Statistics’ recommended question; we ask about
smoking prior to pregnancy and smoking in each trimester of pregnancy in order to determine whether the answer will be yes, no or unknown.

Trimester Prenatal Care Began

* Prior to 2006, the question directly asked what trimester prenatal care began.

 Starting in 2006, the time between the first prenatal visit and the date of delivery was calculated and used to determine the trimester prenatal
care began.

* Beginning in April 2018, mothers with unknown prenatal care were excluded from the denominator in calculating the rate.

Notes:

* The International Classification of Diseases Tenth Revision is used for the coding of underlying causes of death.

* In this system, all fetal deaths prior to 2006 are classified as unknown.

* The sum of the fetal deaths from all counties will not always equal the total number of resident fetal deaths due to an unknown county of
residence on some records.
